Insight into the working world to stimulate female interest

Technology is fascinating. What career opportunities the field offers to women were once again presented during the annual days of action "Girls go Tech", held at the Rosenheim University of Applied Sciences. The event caters to female school students attending secondary schools from the 9th class onwards. In the course of the two-day programme, the participants had the chance to inform themselves on the perspectives of women in engineering professions and were able to take a closer look at the diversity of engineering studies. 

After having been welcomed by the vice-president of the Rosenheim UAS, Prof. Dr. Stefanie Winter, the young ladies took part in various workshops at the institution, where they learned about the technical aspects of academic studies practically and descriptively. On the second day, different companies of the Rosenheim district were visited in order to show the girls the spectrum of local employment opportunities in the field.

At the KATHREIN-Werke KG in Rosenheim, the girls got a taste of what it is like to be a female engineer and received tips and suggestions on academic studies. Diplom-Ingenieurin Petra Schafhauser, of one of Kathrein’s development departments, gave an account of her professional life. 

A total of 40 interested young women visited Kathrein, guided by the head of vocational and advanced training Alfred Thunig.
